Notice to permit use in church of video recording equipment for marriage service

This notice is issued by the Incumbent of St James and Emmanuel Church, Didsbury, to give permission for video recording equipment to be brought into and used inside the church for the purpose of recording the wedding service.

The conditions for you using a video are as follows:

1. You obtain a licence. This can be done by either:

i) Employing a professional to record the video who is in possession of a licence.

ii) Purchase your own licence by going on line at www.videolicence.co.uk or by telephoning 01323 436111.

2. Show the licence to the officiating minister before the ceremony takes place: before the date of the wedding if the licence is a personal one (perhaps at the rehearsal), and prior to the service beginning if the licence is held by someone employed to take the video who holds their own licence.

3. Pay the increased fees in line with Appendix F

4. Sign the form below as your acknowledgement of the above and return to the Parish Office at least 2 months before your wedding (with your planning sheet ideally).

5. Please note: if a licence has not been seen by the minister or the Parish Office and someone is using a video recorder during the service, we will politely ask to see a licence and if one is not available we will ask them to stop filming in keeping with the law.
