The play is a vivid re-telling, in drama and music, of the events surrounding Jesus' birth in
strife-torn and unsettled Palestine 2000 years ago, as the stories have come down to us in
the Gospels. We perform in mediaeval dress as a tribute to the citizens of York who, over
several centuries, chose and refined these scenes and characterisations to remind each other
(actually in mid-summer, on the feast of Corpus Christi!) of what their own forthcoming mid-
winter celebrations were really about. Ably directed by Chuffer Dandridge.

Personally and spiritually, the implications for us all of God's incarnation should be nothing
less than mind-blowing. It is almost unbelievable, but absolutely true, that God loved us so
much that he sent us his son. " And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us:
